Windows 10 using VirtualBox. The installation was divided into two phases: setting up the environment
and installing the operating system.

Requirements
To complete this task, | used the following:

«  VirtualBox

+ 1 gigabyte of RAM

+ 10 gigabytes of hard disk space

* AlinuxMint 22.1 cinnamon 64bit

Before starting, | ensured that | had a virtualizer application installed. | chose VirtualBox because it is
free, easy to use, and allows multiple operating systems to run on the same computer through
virtualization technology.

Phase 1: Setting Up the Environment for Installing the OS
Step 1: | Opened VirtualBox
